What should I do if I don’t have a W: drive and a K: drive?
1. Click the Map Drive Icon on the desktop. 
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This Map Drives Icon is also in the Courses gg120_spring folder.

2. You can also map a drive yourself as described below.

Mapping a network drive

Open Computer and go Map network drive.  A dialogue box will pop up.

For the Drive letter, use “W:”

For the Folder, you need to point to your specific workspace, so if your user name is jsmith, the full path would be \\middcloud\gis\ggstudents\jsmith.  Remember to insert your user name after \\middcloud\gis\ggstudents\ 

To map the course data, use the K: drive, use the Folder path \\splinter\courses
