Dhaka, Bangladesh – one of the most populated cities in the world is at the mouth of the Ganges River.  The Ganges is one of the most sacred rivers in the world.  Unfortunately the Ganges collects pollution and sediment for innumerable sources on its journey from the Himalayas to the Bay of Bengal.    The costal areas of Bangladesh near Dhaka are rich in marine resources and play an important role in flood mitigation due primarily to the presence of large mangrove areas.  These mangroves also house wildlife, and they protect one of the largest tiger populations in this part of Asia.  The increased sediment loads from the Ganges threaten the mangrove-costal areas, and resource managers want an estimate of the location and extent of sediment plumes. Download one Landsat image, and using the appropriate band(s) please try and distinguish between clear, deep water and shallow water containing sediments around the coastal area of Bangladesh near the mouth of the Ganges.
